Administration on Aging (AoA)

The Administration on Aging (AoA) is the Federal agency responsible for advancing the concerns and interests of older people and their caregivers. AoA works with and through the Aging Services Network nationwide to promote the development of a comprehensive and coordinated system of home and community-based long-term care that is responsive to the needs and preferences of older people and their family caregivers. 

AoA is part of the Department of Health and Human Services and is headed by the Assistant Secretary for Aging, to be confirmed, who reports directly to the Secretary, Kathleen Sebelius.
The Older Americans Act created AoA in 1965 and authorized grants to States and Tribal organizations, as well as for research, demonstration and training projects in the field of aging. All of the funding approved by Congress for aging is dispersed by AoA through a formula to the 56 State Offices on Aging (50 states and 6 Tribal units).
The mission of the Administration on Aging (AoA) is to help elderly individuals maintain their dignity and independence in their homes and communities through comprehensive, coordinated, and cost effective systems of long-term care, and livable communities across the U.S.
