Area Agencies on Aging (AAA)

The National Association of Area Agencies on Aging (n4a) is the leading voice on aging issues for Area Agencies on Aging and a champion for Title VI Native American aging programs. Through advocacy, training and technical assistance n4a supports the national network of 650 AAAs and 240 Title VI programs.

N4a advocates on behalf of member agencies for services and resources for older adults and persons with disabilities. N4a works with members in achieving the collective mission of building a society that values and supports people as they age.

AAAs were established under the Older Americans Act (OAA) in 1973 to respond to the needs of Americans 60 and over in every local community. By providing a range of options that allow older adults to choose the home and community-based services and living arrangements that suit them best, AAAs make it possible for older adults to remain in their homes and communities as long as possible. They provide these services either directly or through services providers. The providers can be either no-for-profit or for-profit agencies.
Title VI, Grants for Indian Tribal Organizations, was included in the 1978 Amendments to the OAA. Title VI Native American aging programs provide nutritional and supportive services to older American Indians, Alaskan Natives and Native Hawaiians and provide services to their elders comparable to services offered to other older adults by AAA.
